Sustainable Development: Regional Disparities in Bulgaria

Abstract: The subject of the study was the socio-economic conditions in
Bulgaria and disparities at the regional level as a result of society's pursuit of
achieving sustainable development, where decisions and actions in the present do
not compromise the existence and prosperity of future generations. The objects of
survey were the districts in Bulgaria, and the aim — testing an approach for studying
the sustainable development of the administrative-territorial units in Bulgaria and
identifying the disparities between them. Indicators for the assessment of sustainable
development at the global level, at European Union level and at national level were
presented. The dynamics in the development of the key indicators for sustainable



development assessment at the national level for the period 2006-2016 were
analyzed, the most appropriate regression model and the direction of development
was defined. A comprehensive measure for regional sustainable development
assessment (Regional Sustainable Development Index) was developed based on 25
indicators that assess economic development, social sphere and environmental
quality. The index has been applied for the period 2012-2017 and its values have
been indexed. Established were: the district-leader in the ranking list, the districts
with sustainable development; districts with moderate sustainable development and
districts with unsustainable development. The changes of the places of the areas in
the ranking lists were found. The advantages of the index and its application were
presented, which would lead to better management of regional processes.

Abstract: Balanced development of regions is one of the European Union’s
goals. Region competitiveness is an approach used for assessing regional
development and regional inequalities. The aim of the paper was to research the
regions in Bulgaria by estimating their competitiveness and comparing the scores
obtained with previous periods. A Regional Competitiveness Index (RCI) was designed
on the basis of 10 indicators: population density per sgq. km; natural growth; rate of
employed persons; relative share of population aged between 25-64 with a higher
education degree; foreign direct investment per capita in non-financial enterprises on
cumulative basis; expenditure on acquisition of tangible fixed assets; productivity;
turnover per capita; gross domestic expenditure on research and development per
person engaged in research and development, and relative share of people aged
between 16—-74 years who have used the internet in the last 12 months. The period
of research was 2004-2015, and it confirmed the leading role of Sofia (capital)
district. At the bottom of the ranking scale, the less competitive regions were Vidin,
Montana, Kardzhali, Silistra, Kyustendil, Smolyan, Razgrad, Targovishte and Yambol.
Recommendations were made for improving the competitiveness of the
underdeveloped regions.

Abstract: The goal of the present research is to analyze the regional
development of Bulgaria by study of changes of competitiveness at the regional level.
The regions, classified as level NUTS 3 according to EU legislation, are the object of
the study. The analysis is based on the index of regional competitiveness. It is used a
methodology where the index of the competitiveness is a distance from each region,
as a point of N-dimensional space with coordinates which definite by the values of
indicators for the studied region, to the hypothetical region which coordinates are
definite by the best values of used indicators for all regions. The index is calculated by
10 indicators which concern: firstly, the market size measured by indicators of
population density, natural increase and turnover per capita; secondly, the quantity
and quality labour resources, respectively, measured by the rate of employed
persons, the share of working-age population with higher education and the share of
the population using the Internet; thirdly, the competitiveness of the economy,
determined by the expenditure on acquisition on tangible fixed assets, foreign direct
investment, productivity and gross domestic expenditure on research and
development activity per a person engaged in research and development. The data
set is obtained from official publications of the National Statistical Institute in
Bulgaria and they are selected by level of significance for regional development. A
part of them are very sensibility from changes in the economic situation. This for
example are the expenditure on acquisition of tangible fixed assets, foreign direct
investment and etc. The research presents results for the index of competitiveness of
the regions in Bulgaria from 2005 to 2013 which confirm the thesis that districts with
high level of the quality of employed persons and tendency to not decreasing
expenditure on acquisition on tangible fixed assets and expenditure in research and
development activities are more competitiveness and the economic crisis is with has
less effect to them. The results show: decreasing of the competitiveness after 2009
and little improvement in last two years; not significant changes in the places of most
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of regions (practical the first twelve regions are the same for whole period of 2005 to
2013 with little exceptions and these are the major cities in Bulgaria, where are
concentrated the foreign direct investments, which make expenditure for research
and for acquisition on tangible fixed assets); the regions with low level of the index of
competitiveness are characterises with tendency of depopulation, low productivity
and turnover per capita; regions with no foreign direct investment or they are very
small; regions with old-fashion machine and equipment, not economical, not energy
efficient and etc. This is precondition for continuous increasing of regional imbalance
in Bulgaria for solving that is necessary active government policy toward to regions
and focused to: increasing of company competitiveness by using more effective and
more efficiency of EU funds; encouraging firms, households and public sector for
adopting new energy efficiency technologies and using renewable resources;
stimulating of research and inventions and ensuring of good conditions for
localisation of this activities in regions with low or moderate competitiveness.

Research on the opportunities for ensuring sustainable company competitiveness
in logging

Abstract: This research is devoted to finding new ways for achieving
sustainable competitiveness for logging companies in the long run. The reasons for
this paper are the unsatisfactory levels of the indicators estimated by using statistical
data characteristic of current competitiveness. The study analyzes the results of a
survey conducted among managers of logging companies operating in small
geographic areas. The analyzed information includes: the managers’ self-assessment
regarding their specific theoretical knowledge, managerial experience and computer
technology skills; expert judgement on the importance of some factors influencing
companies’ competitiveness; opinions on the ways for improving the economic
results in the long run. The study makes the following inferences and constitutes: (1)
The necessity for: more intensive exchange of information between public and
private economic operators in logging; ongoing training of managers in connection
with the preparation of tender documents, vocational training of workers, etc. (2)
The possibility for: more accurate and fair determination of the initial tender prices
using electronic technologies, promoting public-private partner-ships by establishing
clusters, etc.

Abstract: The goal of the present research is to analyze the impact of
economic crisis at the regional level and to estimate the distinctions in regional
development. The object of the study is regions classified as level NUTS 3 according
to EU legislation. The impact of the economic crisis is evaluated by changing of the
index of regional competitiveness. It is used a methodology where the index of the
competitiveness is a distance from each region, as a point of N-dimensional space
with coordinates which definite by the values of indicators for the studied district, to
the hypothetical district which coordinates are definite by the best values of used
indicators for all districts. The index is calculated by 10 indicators published at the
website of the National Statistical Institute in Bulgaria in the section for regional
statistical data. The indicators concern: firstly, the market size measured by
indicators of population density, natural increase and turnover per capita; secondly,
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the quantity and quality labour resources, respectively, measured by the rate of
employed persons, the share of working-age population with higher education and
the share of the population using the Internet; thirdly, the competitiveness of the
economy, determined by the expenditure on acquisition on tangible fixed assets,
foreign direct investment, productivity and gross domestic expenditure on research
and development activity per a person engaged in research and development. The
indicators are selected by level of significance for regional economy. A part of them
are very sensibility from changes in the economic situation. This for example are the
expenditure on acquisition on tangible fixed assets, foreign direct investment and
etc. The research presents results for the index of competitiveness of the regions in
Bulgaria from 2004 to 2010 which confirm the thesis that districts with high level of
the quality of employed persons and tendency to not decreasing expenditure on
acquisition on tangible fixed assets and expenditure in research and development
activities are more competitiveness and the economic crisis is with has less effect to
them. The results show: continuous decreasing of the competitiveness in 2010 in
compare in 2009; not significant changes in the places of most of regions (practical
the first twelve regions are the same for whole period of 2004 to 2010 with little
exceptions and these are the major cities in Bulgaria, where are concentrated the
foreign direct investments, which make expenditure for research and for acquisition
on tangible fixed assets); the regions with low level of the index of competitiveness
are characterises with tendency of depopulation, low productivity and turnover per
capita; regions with no foreign direct investment or they are very small; regions with
old-fashion machine and equipment, not economical, not energy efficient and etc.
This is precondition for continuous increasing of regional imbalance in Bulgaria for
solving that is necessary active government policy toward to regions and focused to:
increasing of company competitiveness by using more effective and more efficiency
of EU funds; encouraging firms, households and public sector for adopting new
energy efficiency technologies and using renewable resources; stimulating of
research and inventions and ensuring of good conditions for localisation of this
activities in regions with low or moderate competitiveness.
