Using a students’ workshop as a laboratory, this article summarizes the observation of three years’
implementation of a new study module for a Bachelor Program in Engineering Design (Interior and Furniture
Design) at the University of Forestry in Sofia, Bulgaria.

The article offers an analysis of group dynamics and the difficulties and issues observed during the process.
Data from survey questionnaires are interpreted; proposals are made for future research. The conclusion of the
authors includes the following points: positive response by students, important encounter with successful
professionals and companies; creative fulfilment and experience of team work. On the weak side is the
experienced discomfort in public presentation, lack of verbal and graphic skills, interpersonal issues, and
pressure of real requirements from teachers and company; lack of adequate attention by the tutors. The need
of better understanding a team ‘code’ of behavior and preparation for an active learning method was felt. A
proposal leading to a mixed-team organization for better support of first-time participants in the module is
made.

The resulting composition, structure, architectural image and
interior, as well as adaptability to terrain conditions, adequacy to social requirements, building traditions are
analyzed. Similarities, differences and local features are being considered with the intent to follow the
evolution and spread of architecture, typical of the Balkan region. Comparisons are drawn between the rich city
houses in Plovdiv, Koprivshtiza, Melnik, Samokov, etc., and Turkish houses in Istanbul, Edirne, Safranbolu, etc.
By complying with various religious, functional, representative, climatic and terrain requirements, a
distinguishable architectural language can be traced.

The paper considers the interior and furnishing of a Revival Bulgarian house built in 1863. The aim of this paper
is to first present the architecture and then give a closer overview of one part of the furniture collection
belonging to this house: the French Empire style furniture set from the upper floor’s south-eastern drawing
room. The aim is to make analysis of stylistic features as well as to make a hypothesis concerning the cabinet
maker. Stylistically, the house shows a consistent neo-classical style, where the interest shown to French
Empire style is logical. Representation was definitely sought. From cultural point of view, this very fine set of
French Empire furniture is a proof of taste as well as the wide geographic range of commercial activities of
Plovdiv merchants. Concerning attribution, no marks were yet found of the manufacturer, but this does not

mean that they do not exist. The large cases need to be moved in order to find the maker’s marks on the back
panels; the rest of the pieces need a thorough check for marks. The museum inventory should be researched
for acquisition dates. All this remains to be done eventually, when all furniture exhibits will have updated data
files (or ‘passports’) after an accurate expertise.

The paper presents a study of the role of craft tradition as opposed to technology and abstract art, for the
evolution of modern design for serial production. The first half of the 20th C witnessed the exploration of
different sources, with the aim to create the formal language of post-war material world: traditional craft of
different regions; ‘royal’ styles of the past; avant-garde art (organic sculpture, abstract art, etc.); and the
potential of technology. These directions of research resulted in different evolution lines, among them
technologically-driven design of Aalto, Jacobsen, Eames; Scandinavian individualized remakes of traditional
regional pieces; the study & modification of diverse functional typology (deck-chairs, traveller’s and military
furniture, director’s chairs, etc.). In the search for modern form, designers found inspiration in the past (study
of archetypes) or in the present day (art, advertising, new materials, technology). In the paper, this
phenomenon is revealed by considering the work of Scandinavian and American designers, who followed the
craft evolution logic or art and technology. Finally, anonymous design as a phenomenon of consumer society
and search for competitive markets originated in replicating and interpreting work of designers active after
WWII, who created the classics of the 20th C design.

The paper presents the results of studies and research aimed at identifying significant concepts of the design
process dynamics of two European designers, Gié Ponti (Italy) and Hans Wegner (Denmark). Two of their major
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chair designs, the Wishbone Chair (Wegner, 1944-49) and the Superleggera Chair (Ponti, 1951-57) were chosen
as study cases. Their historical concept sources were carefully investigated and documented, since in the
postwar years a tendency towards disregarding the dogmatic functionality of the interwar avant-garde
furniture design occurred, making place for a different kind of innovation that did not contradict the natural
evolution of form and function, but introduced an inherent elegance of form, as well as exceptional
craftsmanship seen as adding value to the industrial production.

Formal, compositional, structural and ergonomic elements were analysed, measurements of dimensions and
angles were made and compared, sitting positions were visualised, in an attempt to unveil crucial aspects of
specific design insights. The good understanding of the style connections, of the significant construction details
that confirm the innovative, functional and well-balanced appearance of these chairs, of the careful selection
of materials that characterised postwar austerity, contributed to an already confirmed investigative approach,
which may be seen as a useful instrument of knowledge not only for design education, but also for design
historians, furniture designers, manufacturers and artisans.

The paper introduces a historically established wooden structure, used in dwelling houses building in Bulgarian
Lands in the Revival Period (end of 18th C — second half of 19th C). Features that exemplify structural
peculiarities of 19th C dwelling houses in rural and urban conditions are considered. These buildings, studied in
the 20th C by authors in order to preserve the knowledge of the patrimony of Bulgarian national architecture
and construction, represent the works of an art that has been totally supplanted by different building
techniques today. It has remained as vernacular heritage to be conserved and seen as national identity. In the
paper, different vernacular regions in Bulgaria, in France and Turkey were considered in order to give an idea of
structural diversity. The paper introduces comparisons with wooden structures in the above mentioned
countries in order to reveal the differences and establish general features in the studied regions. General house
architecture, functional requirements, climatic conditions, construction materials for wood and half-timber
structure were studied. More specifically, foundations, stonework walls, half-timber and wooden walls, roofs,
cantilever overhangs and bracings are considered.

In the past centuries, construction of houses and great public buildings and structures used to be a craft with
gild rules and typical dissemination in the region of Balkan Peninsula and different zones in Turkey. We do
today admire the majestic residential houses that survived the centuries and could later be restored to be seen
in our cities. In the paper, an attempt is made to compare the architectural features of 19™ C House in
Bulgarian cities, such as Koprivshtitza, Plovdiv, Melnik, etc., to Turkish House, in regions, such as Edirne, Bursa
and Goynuk. The comparison criteria considered are as follows: Factors for the development of architectural
type of houses (Climatic Considerations, Religion, Livelihood, etc.), Exterior Architectural Image; Interior
Organization of Spaces and Furnishings, Building Regulations and Limitations. The goal of the paper is to
establish vernacular differences and discover similarities, as an important source of better understanding the
spread of architectural types in the past.

Competition in the educational field today brought awareness of the need of change in the manner of teaching
and knowledge acquisition. It is clear that the university, as an educational and scientific institution, should
follow and answer the demands of society for highly qualified and self-confident young professionals. The
University of Forestry in Sofia introduced a new study module, called Project Week, in the regular curriculum
for Engineering Design Bachelor Program. The module aims at increasing the skills and competence of students




and preparing them for their future professional career. The paper presents the results of our experience from
the past two years from the students’ point of view. Inquiries were held with the participants, students of 3™
year of study. The authors of this paper put the accent on the expectations and results of this new form of
teaching.

The final results are an indicator of work done and give us the guidelines for future development towards
improving the manner and conditions of work.

Public spaces are saturated with various functions, according to their specifics. Carrying strong identity and
symbolism, they are also the vehicle of accepted cultural values, and at the same time they are places for social
contact, rest, conversation, communication, waiting, information, advertising. Their significance for the public
is indeniable.

After the review of contemporary design solutions, the authors’ team defined the following features of
university public spaces in general: 1. Compliance with the institution’s specific requirements; 2. Security for
visitors; 3. Open and friendly atmosphere; 4. Clear and user-friendly orientation sign system, orientation floor
plans, office sign panels, lecture halls signs, etc.; 5. Encouragment of human contacts, conversations and
discussions, opportunity for work, taking notes, surfing the Internet etc.; 6. Adequate info display panels,
display boards for student designs, pictures and University history info; 7. Interesting and inspiring design; 8.
Inherent possibility of versatility and alternative layout; 9. Unique character; 10. Adequate natural and artificial
lighting; 11. Appropriate color scheme and integration of art works; 12. Easy access to cables for revision
(Internet and security).

In the process of designing public spaces, we have outlined an architectural and an interior design phase. These
two phases are interconnected, but also have specific tasks. Some of the above-mentioned elements are
present, but others should be added, developed or completed.

The paper presents a study of the role of craft tradition as opposed to technology and abstract art, for the
evolution of modern design for serial production. The first half of the 20th C witnessed the exploration of
different sources, with the aim to create the formal language of post-war material world: traditional craft of
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different regions; ‘royal’ styles of the past; avant-garde art (organic sculpture, abstract art, etc.); and the
potential of technology. These directions of research resulted in different evolution lines, among them
technologically-driven design of Aalto, Jacobsen, Eames; Scandinavian individualized remakes of traditional
regional pieces; the study & modification of diverse functional typology (deck-chairs, traveller’s and military
furniture, director’s chairs, etc.). In the search for modern form, designers found inspiration in the past (study
of archetypes) or in the present day (art, advertising, new materials, technology). In the paper, this
phenomenon is revealed by considering the work of Scandinavian and American designers, who followed the
craft evolution logic or art and technology. Finally, anonymous design as a phenomenon of consumer society
and search for competitive markets originated in replicating and interpreting work of designers active after
WWII, who created the classics of the 20th C design.

The paper presents the results of studies and research aimed at identifying significant concepts of the design
process dynamics of two European designers, Gié Ponti (Italy) and Hans Wegner (Denmark). Two of their major
chair designs, the Wishbone Chair (Wegner, 1944-49) and the Superleggera Chair (Ponti, 1951-57) were chosen
as study cases. Their historical concept sources were carefully investigated and documented, since in the
postwar years a tendency towards disregarding the dogmatic functionality of the interwar avant-garde
furniture design occurred, making place for a different kind of innovation that did not contradict the natural
evolution of form and function, but introduced an inherent elegance of form, as well as exceptional
craftsmanship seen as adding value to the industrial production.

Formal, compositional, structural and ergonomic elements were analysed, measurements of dimensions and
angles were made and compared, sitting positions were visualised, in an attempt to unveil crucial aspects of
specific design insights. The good understanding of the style connections, of the significant construction details
that confirm the innovative, functional and well-balanced appearance of these chairs, of the careful selection
of materials that characterised postwar austerity, contributed to an already confirmed investigative approach,
which may be seen as a useful instrument of knowledge not only for design education, but also for design
historians, furniture designers, manufacturers and artisans.

The paper introduces a historically established wooden structure, used in dwelling houses building in Bulgarian
Lands in the Revival Period (end of 18th C — second half of 19th C). Features that exemplify structural
peculiarities of 19th C dwelling houses in rural and urban conditions are considered. These buildings, studied in
the 20th C by authors in order to preserve the knowledge of the patrimony of Bulgarian national architecture
and construction, represent the works of an art that has been totally supplanted by different building
techniques today. It has remained as vernacular heritage to be conserved and seen as national identity. In the
paper, different vernacular regions in Bulgaria, in France and Turkey were considered in order to give an idea of
structural diversity. The paper introduces comparisons with wooden structures in the above mentioned
countries in order to reveal the differences and establish general features in the studied regions. General house
architecture, functional requirements, climatic conditions, construction materials for wood and half-timber
structure were studied. More specifically, foundations, stonework walls, half-timber and wooden walls, roofs,
cantilever overhangs and bracings are considered.
