The main objective of the research report is to analyze and discuss the need for
state intervention in the economy, the formation of the mixed economic system and the
prerequisites for building effective and sustainable public sector in the current market
conditions. The topic is highly relevant given that in the beginning of XX century, the
processes of socio-economic development led to the emergence and rapid development
of the economic system of a new type, called mixed economy. The attention is focused
on the concept of “mixed economy”, which was introduced to describe the economic
systems that match the concept of the free market and planned economy, forming a set
of different nature and ways of functioning components. An attempt to found the
opportunity to establish absolute balance between these elements was made, given that
any mixed economy is generally characterized by the predominance of private or
public property, or the existence of market or public sector. Special attention is paid to
the hybrid nature of the mixed economy in which markets are driven by competition
and pricing mechanisms that are more efficient. This means rational use of available
limited resources (land, labour, capital, entrepreneurship) in the production of public
goods. But with market mechanisms, there are other mechanisms for resource
allocation, which can be characterized as non-market because they are created on a
non-competitive basis. It is concluded that the effective and sustainable development
of the public sector is associated with the interaction of public and private property
within the national economy. Based on historical method and comparative analysis,
summarized once again (especially after the financial and economic crisis of late 2007)
that market mechanisms demonstrate its limited effectiveness of self-regulation in the
current market conditions and once again confirmed the need for intervention in the
economy by the modern state, emphasized the importance of the mixed type market
systems in neutralizing and overcoming market failures.

Modern mixed market economy system uses public expenditures
in order to produce certain amount of public goods, including national defence,
environmental protection, health, education, social services. They are necessary to
ensure the stability of the monetary system, protection of the rule of law and property
rights. Through public expenditures society redistributes resources from private to
public consumption of goods and services. The attention is focused on key
macroeconomic indicators that influence the amount of public finances as a share, to
certain economic indicators. Common measure is the ratio of public spending (at all
levels of government) and gross domestic product (GDP). At this indicator it is added
the share of revenue and the budget deficit or surplus to GDP. It is concluded that the
amount of public expenditures to GDP reflects the share of scarce economic resources
allocated by the state. On the basis of concrete statistic data the dynamics of public
expenditures in Bulgaria for the period 2011 — 2015 are analyzed. The emphasis is
placed on measuring and analyzing trends in public expenditures as the basis for a
correct assessment of the budgetary policy.

The topic is current
as assessing the demand for public goods is extremely different from the assessment of
the demand for ordinary goods. The specific nature of this type of goods force to seek
alternative ways of their studying and analyzing. Since public goods are "non-market
goods" their economic value is not readily ascertainable. The determination of value is
an important process of comparing one with other goods. In the case of non-market
goods, it only reflects the preferences of individuals. In ordinary goods traded on the
market, users can compare the value of the product price, in result they make
economic choices - decide whether to make a purchase or not. If consumers buy goods
then we can determine the value of the goods must be greater than its cost. This means
that the value of a commodity is determined by the market price. However, there are
some goods that are not bought and sold in real markets and their values cannot be
assessed on the basis of "market prices”. Therefore, the non-market value exists in
market conditions. Special attention is paid to the practical problem of economic
value, namely to obtain reliable estimates of that value in the absence of observable
markets. Hence, the value of public goods is not determined by general market
conditions, i.e. they are not set market prices that reflect the equivalent value.
Accordingly, the characteristics of public goods lead to market failure and result in
market ineffectiveness and in non-market value. All these findings raise the
importance of applying non-market approaches to assess demand for this type of goods
in accordance with their actual dimensions.
