Abstracts: The goal of the study is to specify the sources of the arising economic contradictions and
conflicts between forest owners and forest users and to outline possible approaches to overcome them.
The main scientific thesis of the study is: the economic contradictions and conflicts in the Bulgarian
forestry sector arise between the two main economic subjects, the forest owner and the forest user.
Their sources are: the unclear property rights of the institutions operating during the research period,;
the contradictory economic interests of the forest owners and forest users are embedded in the forest
sector management model; the irrational economic organization in the distribution of income between
the economic subjects participating in the exchange of forest goods. The research thesis is verified by

Abstract: An analysis of the competitiveness of forestry on national level in thirteen European
countries has been carried out during the period 2015-2020. It is based on multidimensional statistical
methods — cluster analysis, factor analysis and data envelopment analysis (DEA). Through cluster
analysis based on a system of theoretically sound and internationally comparable indicators
characterizing national competitiveness of forestry the thirteen European countries are distributed
into homogeneous groups (clusters). By applying factor analysis, an index (complex quantitative
assessment) is constructed, through which it is possible to compare and rank the national forestry of
the states by level of competitiveness. The factor analysis is supplemented with DEA. It assesses the
efficiency of the use of forest resources in relation to the gross value added (GVA) produced in
forestry.

Abstract: The competitiveness of forestry sector in some European countries including Bulgaria is
estimated. From a statistical point of view, competitiveness is a complex indicator, characterized
by numerous manifestations. It is composed of derived and one-dimensional indicators. The first
expresses several sides of some phenomenon, while the second only individual side, a separate part
of the phenomenon. The estimation of the level of the derived indicator, respectively, the complex
indicator as a result of the transition from individual to the general, is based on the values of the
simple indicators.

In this regard, the purpose of this paper is to construct a complex
index of water resources productivity, which will allow the regions in Bulgaria to be ranked according
to the amount of water used by economic activities and the level of economic growth. This objective
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has been achieved by performing factor analysis based on four indicators —water used in the
agriculture, forestry and fisheries sector, incl. irrigation, the industry sector, the service sector and the
gross value added at factor cost (GVA) as a measure of economic growth. The data for the above-
mentioned indicators has been obtained from the National Statistical Institute for 23 regions in
Bulgaria for 2018.

Abstract: The goal of this article is to study the impact of consumer loans volume and effective
interest rate of consumer loans on gross fixed capital formation in Bulgaria. The survey is realized on
the grounds of quarterly data during the period 2009-2023. The econometric methodology through
which the data are processed includes: Stationarity Test; Vector Autoregressive (VAR) Model;
Selection of the maximal lag; Cointegration Test; Vector Error Correction Model (VECM); Granger
causality test. It is established: in long-term period 1% increase in consumer loans increase the volume
of gross fixed capital formation with 0.94%; the coefficient value of ECTt-1 is 0.765, which means
that approximately 77% of the discrepancy between long-term and short-term gross fixed capital
formation is adjusted for a quarter; in short term there is bilateral causality between consumer loans
and gross fixed capital formation and unidirectional causality from effective interest rate of consumer
loans to gross fixed capital formation.

Abstract: Under competitiveness in this study we understand analysis of the management of the
enterprise resources on the basis of which are created, maintained and improved competitive
advantages generating positive economic result for a long period of time. On the basis of six
indicators, which characterized state forestry enterprises competitiveness the last one are grouped into
three uniform clusters. The indicators, which contribute to high extent for the differences in the
competitiveness of the analyzed state forestry enterprises, are determined. The results give reason to
believe that cluster analysis is a reliable tool for revealing the strong and weak sides of enterprises.
On this basis it is possible to formulate correct recommendations to enhance state forestry enterprises
competitiveness.
